There will be seven graded discussions throughout the course.  Each complete discussion is worth 5 points (course total of 35 points) for a total of 35% of your final grade.

Week 5 Discussion - Mission/Vision Statements

Please share your school's and/or school district's philosophy/vision/mission statement and assess its philosophical assumptions and implications. Ask yourself: What and who is privileged in the statement, and what and who does it leave out? (Remember that "who" need not be an individual). As well, discuss what you see as the connection or lack thereof between the formal statement and what you perceive to be the actual workings of practice in your school/school district.

In your responses to peers, be sure to draw comparisons between statements. As well, be sure to examine all the mission/vision statements in your group to get a sense of the similarities and differences between them.

If you do not have a school philosophy statement, you may search for another school's statement (many are available on school web sites) and discuss it as above.

Evaluation considerations include:

*Ontime submissions = 1 original (initial) post to the discussion thread by midnight of Day 5 + 2 responses to colleagues before midnight of Day 7. 

*Writing Quality=standard written English; correct spelling/punctuation.

*Attention to all parts of question(s) asked

*Critical Thinking/extending information=logical & analytical thought based on connections to experience, research, readings etc.

*Reading Citations=references to readings/activities.
